Administrative Functions Including Finance, Human Resources & Development
To Move Immediately – Substance Abuse Treatment Services In Early 2006

“This strategic move will result in savings of over 50% in our facility costs.”

The move will improve effectiveness as well as reduce costs by consolidating HAFCI
operations from 15 locations to just nine locations. The new facility will become the
benchmark for HAFCI’s world renowned Integrated Services Delivery Model
(Primary Medical Care, Mental Health Services, & Substance Abuse Treatment
Services).

HAFCI’s flagship Medical Clinic will remain in the Haight at 558 Clayton. SATS
programs that are Haight specific will remain including youth outreach, needle
exchange and BASN residential and outpatient treatment programs.

“This move illustrates the Board’s commitment to positive change within the
organization and reconfirms our pledge to providing access to quality health
care,” stated Eric Flowers, Board Chair, Haight Ashbury Free Clinics, Inc.
